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short run, firms cannot change the level of input and the technology. In addi-
tion, prices are determined by market condition, hence. Profit maximizing firm
adjusts output to the given prices so long as additional revenue is greater than
additional cost (MR>MC). The resulting changes from the action of firms con-
stitute the basis of prices index measurement. In these sense, a Wholesale price
index becomes an output prices index and measures the percentage change
in revenue received by the Transactions carried out by commercial entities are
motivated by the desire to maximize profit. With an assumption of a perfectly
competitive model, in the short production unit as a result of changes in prices.

The General Authority for Statistics developed an item-sampling frame using
SITC codes and import data from the General Authority for Statistics Foreign
Trade Division. The reporter-sampling frame was drawn from lists of Wholesal-
ers in Riyadh, Jeddah and Dammam. The STATS requires a minimum of three
firms per item in the sample.

In the revised WPI, the decided to choose not less than 160 items from among
ten SITC sections. There were some minor modifications to eliminate defense-
related items and their values from the total. The General Authority for Sta-
tistics distributed the samples among section based on the relative weight of
each section and division. When the distribution fell short of two item (see
General Authority for Statistics table 5 for descriptions of these items and rela-
tive weights), the chose a minimum of two items.

In each section, the General Authority for Statistics selected division based
on the value of divisions in the section. The General Authority for Statistics Ten
selected them item samples based upon the item’s relative value in the divi-
sion. The items selected were further disaggregated in the field after confer-
ring with the merchants.

The weight for the wholesale price index uses the import value of each item,
division and section with adjustments for local production and defense related
items.
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TECHNICAL NOTES

This section provides the laspeyres formula that the General Authority for
Statistics use to calculate Wholesale price index. It also describes some of
the characteristics of the index including the universe sampling procedures,
weights, etc.

The wholesale price index is a measure of average price changes for goods
and services sold in the primary markets of Saudi Arabia. This index measures
on “pure” price change, i. e., and the change resulting from the rise and fall of
prices only. Hence, changes in prices resulting from quality differences, quan-
tity discounts, and other factors are excluded. The index measures wholesale
price changes throughout the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.

To calculate the index, the Central Department of Static’s (stats) use a fixed
weighted, laspeyres type index. The formula is shown below :

The universe of the WPI covers all major commercial transactions carried out
in the primary markets in the Kingdome of Saudi Arabia .The universe includes
transactions of domestic and imported goods crude and processed materials,
and agricultural and manufactured goods. Excluded from the universe are cer-
tain transactions, such as custom-built articles, works of art, interplant and
intercom any sales and goods sold at retail by producer-owned retail outlets.
Government purchases, except for military goods, and salesof goods are in-
cluded in the universe.

Transactions carried out by commercial entities are motivated by the desire to
maximize profit. With an assumption of a perfectly competitive model, in the
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Wholesale Price Index (WPI). This index should enhance the value of the WPI
to our The General Authority for Statistics and Information is pleased to pres-
ent the expended user.

As before, the General Authority for Statistics will publish the WPI on a
monthly basis, shortly after the end of each quarter .The WPI covers the price
movement of commodities in primary markets in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.

The General Authority for Statistics has made a number of significant chang-
es, which will make the index a better indicator of price changes than before.
Some of these changes include:

-Reweighing the existing weights with more recent foreign trade and do-
mestic production data,

- Expanding the item sample from 57 item s to more than160 items and, -
Increasing the number of reporters in the sample
