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PREFACE

Statistics of prices and indices are one of the main economic statistics that are related to individuals'

daily lives. They provide essential information so that one can recognize the prices movement by

recognizing how indices are structuring these statistics.

The General Authority for Statistics (GaStat) has started issuing the prices and indices bulletins of
cost of living since more than fifty years ago. These bulletins are issued in order to provide data
about consumer prices. the data of prices are collected from sixteen main cities, thirteen of which
represent the administrative regions centers ( Riyadh, Makkah, Madinah, Buraidah, Dammam, Abha,
Tabuk, Hael, Ar'ar, Jazan, Najran, Bahah, Skaka) in addition to three more cities ( Jeddah, Taif, Hofuf)

. the data are collected depending on the consumer basket components such as the commodities
and services extracted from the household expenditure and income survey 2007 in order to provide
monthly data and a time series of cost of living index data in order to be able to compare and

recognize the prices progress through time.

GaStat is trying to make all its programs up to date by checking the consumer basket components
and updating the sources of commodities and services sales. It also makes a thorough update to the
cost of living index program considering the framework, consumer basket components, methodology,
the style of field and office work, and indices calculation. Based on this, the new commodities

basket has reached (476) commodities and services.

Itis a pleasure to GaStat to present this bulletin ,with its new identity, to researchers, planers,
research centers, and all those who are interested in economic affairs. We hope that the regularly
provided data can help them. The authority will keep improving this work considering all
beneficiaries suggestions. The statistical data can be reached through the authority website (www.

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Chapter One:
Introduction

The General Authority for Statistics collects data on consumer prices in order

to compose its indices to identify the extent of the change in the cost of living.

Because of the great importance of these data, an integrated system covering

all aspects in terms of selection of commodities and services, methods of prices

collection and verification, indices calculation and the selection of sources and

geographical distribution has been developed. The consumer basket is the

actual group of goods and services that are monitored through the Household

Expenditure and Income survey. The relative distribution of the expenditure of

services and goods within the consumer basket is being extracted in order to be

the main pillar in the indices calculation.

1 - Objectives of the Cost of Living
indices program:

Prices surveys are generally designed to provide
data on consumer prices for commodities and
services included in the consumer basket, and
data on Cost of Living indices within a time
series of data.

Indices of the Cost of Living are usually used
as follows:

* A statistical method to measure the changes
in the prices of commodities and services
purchased by the consumer from time to time.

e Widely used as an indicator for accurate
measurement of inflation trends and recession.

e Relied upon in statistical and economic
analysis of price movements and its forecasts
during different periods of time.

* A measure of the changes in the purchasing
power of the currency.

e|s also used in the areas of national accounts
to derive estimates of fixed price.

2 - The development of the cost of living
indices:

The methodology has been developed in
line with international recommendations in
order to increase the quality of data and the
representation of the movement of price
changes. In which, a set of practical measures
on new program has been introduced in order
to enhance the Authority's overall approach
in general, which is to increase the quality of
statistical output.

Things that
consideration:

have been taken into




e Broader representation of a range of
commodities and services components of the
consumer basket, by increasing the sample size
commensurate with the size of commodities
and services that showed an relative
importance equal to the statistical level 0.03%
or greater. Accordingly, the chosen items in the
new basket reached (4/6) terms compared to
(406) terms in the previous basket. In addition,
the number of terms for the rental unit types
included in the survey has been increased to
include four types of units (villa, a floor in a
villa, apartment, old house).

e Distribution of prices per term for four
weeks 1o insure the temporal coverage of the
movement of prices fluctuations throughout
the month.

e The use of more accurate mathematical
methods in the calculation of index's equations
and processors. Inaddition, using the geometric
mean of prices as a alternative to the
arithmetical mean, which would be consistent
with the new international recommendations
on the calculation of prices’ index.

* More reliance on processors and automatic
examination of data to ensure accuracy, reduce
time and avoidance of manual processors.

e The use of a set of mathematical
equations for the processors of quality
changes, disappearance of classification,
Seasonableness,  prices  disappearance...,
etc. according to the latest international
recommendations and statistical theories used
in this field.

*The development of the software used.

*The use of handheld devices by taking the
coordinates of latitude and longitude for all
points of sale and rental units by the devices
(GPS) to be used for quick access to points of
sale in addition to follow-up, audit and data
quality.

* Prepare a revised series of the cost of living
indices in the light of the changes in the base
year.

Chapter Two:

Methodology and data quality

1 - Commodities basket selection

In the light of studying the household
expenditure and income survey 2007 ' final
results, the terms ,which compose the new
commodities and services basket and the cost
of living index, have been selected. The way
of representing the commodities and services
composing the consumer basket has been
taken into consideration. The sample size has
been increased to be compatible with the
commodities and services size which shows
arelative significance equal to the statistical
level 0.03% or more. The other terms, with
the same relative significance but never
reached the statistical level value, have been
also considered. They have been distributed
among similar terms. The total number of
selected terms reached 476 commodities and
services. The number of rental units terms has
been increased to cover four types of units
(Villa, a floor in a villa, apartment, old house)

. the commodities and services composing
the consumer basket are divided into many
main divisions, sub-groups, chapters, and
terms. The classification has been done using
the international classification of individual
consumption by purpose COICOP.,

2 - Sale points sample and rental units
selection

*The sale points and rental units ,from which
the prices of commodities and services are
collected, have been selected in a way that
geographically covers all Saudi administrative
regions. The results of establishments census
researchhelpedinselecting the establishments
and sale points. Furthermore, the general
framework of the population and housing
census helped in determining the rented unites
which have been elaborated to include ( Villa, a
floor in a villa, apartment, and old house)

*Sale points have been distributed according
to the number of shops, which are available in
the framework, in the whole city.

efocusing on the specialized shops in any
commodity or service.

Considering the market type in which the shop
is located, as well as the relative distribution of
selected sale points.

*Referring to the type of shop inside the city
while considering:

- Table of shopping percentages taken from
the results of the household expenditure
and income survey 2007, this must be taken
into consideration when selecting the sample
of terms or commoditiessample Of items or
commodities.
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-Linking shopping percentages with the shop
type.

eThe relative distribution of sale points
by commercial activity of each shop, retalil,
services, and others.,

*Giving the priority to the biggest size
of workers in the sale point to guarantee
continuity.

*Using the shadow sample (alternative sample)
in case the original sale point is not available.

3-Prices data collection

The data of prices are collected by conducting
interviews. A group of trained researchers
conduct the interviews in the selected sale
points and rental units. The address of each
resource has been clarified to facilitate the
researchers mission. In each city, the sources
have been distributed in a way that covers all
available commodities and services.

4 - Data entry

The data are entered after being collected.
Many data entry programs have been prepared.

The data entry process can be done through:

-Directentry of collected databy using available
computers in the authority head office and its
branches.

-Exchanging data by using palm devices.

5 - Data auditing and processing

A group of automatic data correcting, revising,
and processing rules are used according to
special analysis symbols determined by the
researcher and field supervisor of each process.
The data revision process goes through many
stages starting from the data collection stage.
Then, the initial and automatic revision of
entered data, after that, the analytical central
revision. Finally, data and tables revision.
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6 - Base year survey 2007 which covered all regions
of Saudi Arabia. The commodity relative
significance is defined as the ratio of
expenditure ona commodity or a service to
the whole expenditure on all commodities
and services inside the consumer basket.

The cost of living indices base year has been
pproved and modified starting from 1999 until
2007/, in which the household expenditure
and income survey has been conducted.

7-Commodities and services relative
significance ( weights)

The commodities and services relative
significance has been calculated based on the
results of household expenditure and income

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8 - Prices index calculation:

Once all stages through which data passes
are done, the cost of living index is extracted
generally and in details.

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9-Publishing dates

Cost of living index data are published in a monthly
basis which is compatible with the publishing
standard recommendations. Thus, beneficiaries of
indices data can obtain these data on time. The
publishing programs and tables have been revised
so that they can result in satisfying outcomes. The
publishing is done through printed bulletins, CDs,
and the authority website.

10-Data quality

To guarantee having the highest level of data
accuracy and quality, an electronic program for
data quantitative quality has been prepared in
order to overcome any possible mistake, in addition
to many procedures set by the prices and indices
statistics department. This has been taken into
account when preparing studies, designing the
sample of sale points and rental units, and the
procedures of theoretical and practical training of
all field workers, in addition to selecting a group of
qualified researchers from all the cities included in
the program.

-The most important taken actions are:

-Constant follow up of researchers performance by
making field visits, and comparing the commodities
prices that are selected randomly.

- Studying the received reports and replying to any
enquiry directly.

- Checking the quality of data entry programs,
revising data, and processing them.

- Setting automatic auditing, revising, processing,
and publishing rules, so that mistakes can be
identified, corrected, and processed.

- Checking the quality of index calculation programs,
and making periodical tests and comparisons.

- Procedures of  processors of commodity
disappearing and sources changing.
