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Introduction

Price indices are one of the important economic indicators that have many economic
followers. Therefore, GaStat prepared indicators through which we can observe the
movement of commodity and service prices during all sale phases in Saudi market. One
of these indicators is the wholesale price index indicator which measures commodity
prices during the pre-retail phase.
GaStat has started observing the movements of prices since more than thirty years.
The first bulletin were issued on the first quarter of 1985 with an items basket that
include 57 items. In 1988, the items had been increased to be 160 items.
To develop its programs in many field so that they cope with all international
recommendations and developments, GaStat developed and updated the components
of wholesale price index program. The development can be represented in:

o (Changing the base year to be 2014

o C(lassifying the items according to CPC2

« Increasing the components of items basket to 343 items

« Increasing the number of sale points, from which prices are collected, to be

seven sale points in each item for each city.
« Making qualitative changes in data collection method, some technical
processors software, and program outputs.

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Wholesale index price methodology

1- Description:

A program that observes the movements of commodity and services prices during
the first selling phase ( wholesale) in Saudi markets by measuring the

wholesale prices index.

2- Definition:

The wholesale prices index is defined as a statistical tool that measures the average
changes in local and imported commodities in initial markets (wholesale markets)
within two different periods of time.

3- Terms related to the wholesale price index:
Price index:

A relative index that measures the changes in the prices of a group of commodities
and services. The index can be calculated by the percentage of commodity and
services prices during the comparison period to their prices during the base period.

Commodity basket:
A group of commodities that are selected according to their significance in the
importing balance and the estimate of local product value.

Sale points:
Establishments or units from which data of commodity and services wholesale prices
are collected

Shadow sample:
A group of reserve sale points to which we refer in order to change one of the basic
sale points because of inability to get prices.

Comparison period price:
The price of any commodity in the current period of time.

Base period price:
The price of any commodity in a previous period of time compared to the current
price.

Base year:
The year in which the comparison period prices are attributed.
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4- Coverage and containment
The wholesale price index is for everyone. It is prepared to cover all regions of Saudi

Arabia. The prices of commodities and services are collected from three cities;
Riyadh, Jeddah, and Dammam.

5- Used classification:
(CPC2) is the used classification for commodities. It is the most recent classification
internationally. Moreover, it is used in all kinds of detailed statistics.

6- General frame:

The group of commodities that are included in wholesale price system. These
commodities are classified according to CPC2. The general frame is composed of all
commercial transactions in Saudi initial markets of locally produced or imported
commodities excluding some transactions such as commodities produced with
specific features according to clients needs, antiques, and military weapons.

7- Commodity sample

Based on foreign trade lists from the exports and imports items, and agricultural
products lists from ministry of agriculture, a frame that include most of the items
and their relative significance was prepared. According to this, a commodity basket
that include 343 commodities was selected.

8- Sale points sample

A list of institutions collected from the economic research in Riyadh, Jeddah, and
Dammam is used. These points were contacted to determine whether they meet all
items or not. Therefore, seven points were selected in each city and each item.

9- Base year:
2014 is the base year of the wholesale price index. It meets all conditions regarding
economic and social stability.

10- Price collection

Price collection is done monthly from the sale points sample which represent the
initial markets in Saudi Arabia with seven prices for each commodity in each city (
Riyadh, Jeddah, Dammam)

11- Calculating wholesale price index:

Wholesale price index is calculated as the following:

a- Laspeyre formula is used to calculate the wholesale price index by:
» Data of commodity average prices of the current period.
« Data of commodity average prices of the base period.
» Data of weights ( commodity relative significance).
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b- Calculating the average prices according to the prices geometric mean using this
formula:

12- Data qualitative quality:

To guarantee the highest level of accuracy, work progress must be followed up
during all phases either office work or field work. Moreover, we must make sure that
data are collected accurately according to each item of the program items. In order to
apply the qualitative quality, the following points should be considered:

= Developing and preparing different software in order to examine data and
make sure that they are correct and accurate.

= The researcher must be in the required location on the determined time of
pricing.

= A group of specialists from the authority’'s central department, branches, and
office should periodically visit each city on a specific time. An automatic
quality sampling is done on the city level and researcher level.

= The work should be assessed periodically, and international developments in
this field should be followed.

13- Publishing:
Data of wholesale prices index are published according to the following
methodology:

= Publishing the wholesale prices index results monthly.
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= Publishing them on specified and announced dates on the authority official
website.

= The authority official website www.stats.gov.sa is the official publishing
platform.

* Providing all kinds of beneficiaries with the results using the appropriate
mechanism.

14- How to benefit from the results?

= The wholesale price index is used to observe the changes in imported and
local commodity prices.

= The wholesale price index is an essential tool used in preparing the national

accounts. It protects the income and national aggregates so that the prices
changes do not affect them.
